Hawkins is the chef at the Stonewall Jack-
son State Resort in Roanoke, West Virginia,
which was the site of this year’s Fourth District
Progress Meeting. He enjoyed “A Taste of the
IBEW” so much that he prepared dishes from
the cookbook for the opening reception at the
meeting. Sporting the denim apron embossed
with the IBEW logo, Hawkins also gave a
cooking demonstration during a boat ride for
the spouses of the delegates, preparing Reuben
quesadilla, barbeque meatball, and crab-

stuffed mushrooms.
Hawkins knows food.

A graduate of the Penn-
sylvania Culinary Insti-
tute in Pittsburgh, he
previously worked at
the Grand Floridian
Hotel in the Walt Dis-

ney World complex in
Florida.

“A Tas te  o f  the
IBEW” is the cookbook
developed as a fundrais-

ing effort by the IBEW’s Fourth District for
the upcoming 37th IBEW International
Convention in Cleveland, Ohio, in Septem-
ber 2006. The cookbook has more than 915
recipes submitted by IBEW members and

their families, as well as officers and staff. The
volume includes everything from appetizers,
soups, salads, breads, main dishes, vegetables
and desserts. There’s even something for the
family dog.

In addition to the cookbook, the Fourth Dis-
trict is also selling a handsome denim apron
embossed with the IBEW logo and the words,
“Hail to the Chef.”
